Pu-Kao Chen and Ming Pan are the first international 
students from China and Art Matsu became the first Asian 

American student to attend W&M 1951:
Hulon  Willis was the first Black student admitted 
to W&M (Graduate Education)

1967:
First Black residential students, Karen Ely, Lynn Briley, and 

Janet Brown, move into the basement of Jefferson Hall
